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Broker-Carrier Agreement

This agreement is entered mto this day of , between S&J Logistics, Inc., a New
Hampshire Corporation (Broker), and (Cuarrier).

Whereas, Broker is engaged in business as a broker under a license by the U.S. Department of
Transportation, and whereas Carrier wishes to engage services of the Broker to solicit business
for the Carrier and both parties are willing to do so on the terms and conditions herein contained.

Now, therefore, the Broker and Carrier agree as follows:

1. This Agreement shall be effective on the date hereof and shall continue until terminated
by ten (10) days' written notice from one party to the other. Unless otherwise specifically
agreed to in writing, this Agreement shall apply to all services rendered by Carrier to
Broker.

2. This agreement 1s not an exclusive agreement between Broker and Carrier and during the
terms of this agreement, Broker may solicit for other carriers and ( arrier may use the
services of other brokers. All carriers utilized by Broker to transport goods shall have on
file with Broker proper certificates or permits from the appropriate federal or state
authorities to operate on a for-hire basis.

3. The transportation services to be performed by Carrier shall be performed with
equipment which 1s in good order, condition and repair and which meets with all
applicable federal and state laws, rules and regulations, including. but not limited to those
of the Department of Transportation. Carrier agrees that it will provide motor carrier
equipment that 1s in compliance with such statutes and regulations. and further agrees that
it will not provide equipment that has ever been utilized to haul garbage, trash, or
hazardous waste and that Carrier’s dry-van trailers are watertight

4. Carrier will invoice Broker directly and Broker will pay Carrier directly for freight
charges payable 1o the Carrier on freight shipments obtained by Broker for Carrier.
Carrier’s freight charges will be based on the amount negotiated between Broker and
Carrier on each individual shipment and approved by a representative of the Broker and
Carrier before the carrier is dispatched to pick up the shipment. Payment of each freight
shipment delivered by said carrier will be made within a 30 period of receipt of all
required documents. The original Shipper’s Bill of Lading as weli as proof of delivery
(consignee’s signature on either a Shipper’s Bill of Lading or on a carrier’s freight bill)
must be submitted to this Broker before payment to Carrier will be made.

5. The Carrier will receive and sign a standard Bill of Lading or a receipt acceptable to the
Broker and underlying shippers upon acceptance of goods. The Bill of Lading shall be
evidence of receipt of the cargo in good order and condition by the Carrier. The Carrier
assumes the liability of an interstate common carrier and for any or all loss or damage to
any property transported under this Agreement. Such liability shall begin at the time the
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cargo is loaded upon the Carrier’s equipment and continue until the delivery is
completed.

The Broker shall have no liability to carrier or to any shipper for ioss, damage, or liability
of any kind arising from the transportation of freight, and shipments arranged for by
Broker. All carriers utilized by Broker to transport goods shall have on file with Broker
current certificates of insurance providing ten days notice of cancellation to Broker and
evidencing the following minimum criteria:

a. Automobile liability $1,00,000.00 combined single limit coverage or statutory
minimums, whichever is higher.

b. Comprehensive general liability; $1,000,000.00 combined single limit. If a bulk
carrier, this product must include product liability or products’ completed operations
coverage.

¢. Worker’s compensation, statutory benefits; $500,000, or statutory minimum,
whichever is higher.

d. Cargo-ALL RISK TYPE, minimum limit of $100,000 per occurrence.

i. The Carrier must list any and all exclusions on Carrier’s cargo insurance
policy in the space provided below. If no exclusions are listed below, it is
understood and agreed upon by both parties in this Agreement that Carrier is
covered for all types of cargo and occurrences.

Carrier is a lawfully licensed operator with required insurance, process agents and motor
common carrier or contract carrier authority and shall provide service under its own
certificates) or permit(s). This Agreement does not make either party an agent, a legal
representative. joint-venturer, or partner of the other for any purpose whatsoever. It is
understood between the parties hereto that the parties are acting as independent
contractors and are in no way authorized to make any contract, warranty or representation
on behalf of each other, or to create any obligation expressed or implied on behalf of each
other. It is expressly agreed and understood that neither party shall be considered under
the provisions of this Agreement or otherwise as having any employment status with the
other, or as being entitled to partake in any plans, distributions, or benefits extended by
either party to its employees. Carrier assumes full responsibility for payment of federal,
state and local taxes or contributions for unemployment insurance. pensions, workers'
compensation or other social security and related protection with respect to the persons
engaged in the performance of the services rendered hereunder and agrees to comply with
applicable federal. state and local laws, ordinances, regulations and rules applicable
thereto.
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8. Inthe event that any provision of this Agreement shall be construed as or declared to be
invalid, unenforceable or unconstitutional, then said provision shall be considered
severed from this Agreement to the extent of such invalidation, unenforceability or
unconstitutionality. All remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force
and effect.

9. Carrier hereby agrees that neither it nor its agents will knowingly and purposefully
approach those customers initially introduced to it by the Broker tor the purpose of
selling its services directly or accepting traffic from the customer without the Broker's
participation. Carrier agrees that it will not, while the Agreement is effective and for a
period of 6 months following termination of the Agreement, directly solicit traffic from
such customer-specific shipping origin and destination point-to-point lane combinations
that were first tendered to Carrier by Broker (hereinafter “broker traffic™).

10. Carrier shall not be obligated to accept any shipper or shipment obtained tor Carrier by
Broker.

11. This agreement is deemed to have been entered into the State of New Hampshire and
governed by the laws of the State of New Hampshire.
